•  Fog is just lifting 

•  The morning newspaper is in the 

driveway

Why are you seeking revenge? 
 

I leaned my scooter against the garbage can 
last night, and he threw it out with the 
trash in the morning.

How will you get revenge in a non-violent way?

Bubba will escape, show Zeke where the 
scooter is buried at the dump, and Zeke will 
clean it up and bring it back.
